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ABSTRACT

This research aims to study the diversity of architectural styles and interior
design styles applied in the design of small-scale hotels. Observations have indicated
that the current trend in accommodation design often lacks a connection to the
local environmental context and cultural identity. This has resulted in a significant
deviation of many accommodation buildings from the authentic characteristics of the
community.

The study focuses on examining tourists’ perceptions of architectural styles
and analyzing the relationship between architectural design and both their impression and
decision-making behavior regarding their choice of accommodation. The research
specifically explores physical  characteristics, including exterior architectural forms and
interior design styles, through photographic representations of selected case studies
of small sized hotels.

The case studies are categorized into 3 architectural styles and 3 interior design
styles, totaling six photographic samples representing the three key architectural types:

1. Vernacular Architecture — hotel rooms that employ local construction
techniques and materials sourced within the area.

2. Contemporary Vernacular Architecture — hotel rooms that integrate local

materials and construction methods with modern synthetic materials.



3. Modern Architecture — hotel rooms that apply modern construction
technologies and substitute materials without regard to the traditional or contextual
characteristics of the area.

A quantitative research methodology was applied, with a total of 306 tourist
participants, divided into six groups corresponding to the six case study samples. Data
collection was conducted via an online questionnaire, using a 7-point Semantic Differential
Scale to measure participants' perceptions of their impression and intention to select
accommodation.

The results of the One-Way ANOVA statistical analysis revealed that both
contemporary architecture and contemporary interior design significantly influenced
tourists’ impression and decision-making intention, showing higher scores than other
styles. The findings of this research can serve as a guideline for designers, accommodation
business operators, and relevant agencies involved in the planning and development
of small-scale hotels and resorts, helping to enhance the design quality to better

align with the local cultural context and the expectations of tourists
