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Abstract

The purposes of this study wereto (1)investigate the basic information of
Chachoengsao Farmer's Market Group {2) find out members' opinions towards factors affecting
the success of Chachoengsao Farmer's Market Group, (3) compare members’ opinions fo
personal factors. Data were collected by using interview from 44 members of Chachoengsao
Farmer's Market Group. Descriptive statistics namely t-test and F-test were employed o analyze
the data. The resulis revealed that majority of participants were femate (59.10%), aged between
40-49 years old {43.18%), married (71.10%), graduated from primary school (28.90%), and were
farmers (60.00%). The overall opinions of members towards the success of the group were in a
high tevel {mean = 4.07 out of 5.00). When considering in each aspect, the result revealed that
all aspects had high effects on the ievel of success. Regulation factor was the highest factor
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with an average score at 4.17 out of 5.00. The second highest factor was agricultural extension
staff with an average at 4.12. However, leadership and board members had the lowest mean
score at 3.98. Personat factor statistically significantly affect opinions of the members at 0.01
level was marital status: whilst other personal factor statistical significantly affect at 0.05 level
was the level of education. However, other factors include gender, age, and occupation were
not correlate with the opinions of members of Chachoengsao farmer's market group.
