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Abstract
The purposes of this research were 1) to study the operating conditions and the needs for the implementation of the
knowledge management of colleges under the Office of Vocational Education Commission and 2) to compare the needs
for implementation of the knowledge management of colleges based on opinions of administrators and teachers of
colleges under the Office of Vocational Education Commission which are classified by school sizes. The research instrument,
which was a Five-Point Likert Scale questionnaire constructed by the researcher, was administered to a total of 409 people
which comprises in number of 59 administrators and 350 teachers who were the subject of this study. The data obtained

were statistically analyzed by means of percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, and t-test.
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1. The level of the operating conditions of the knowledge management of colleges under the Office of Vocational
Education Commission in all four dimensions was at an average level (X =3.14). For each dimension, the level of
the operating conditions and the needs for the implementation of the knowledge management of colleges was also at an
average level which the mean score ranging from the highest to the lowest were in the category of Knowledge Acquisition
providing or Creating Knowledge (X =3.32), Knowledge Organization (X =3.21), Application of Knowledge (X =3.10) and
Knowledge Distribution (X =2.95) respectively. When considering the needs for the implementation of the knowledge
management of colleges based on opinions of administrators and teachers, it is found that the level of the needs were high
(X = 4.15) which the highest mean score to the lowest were in Knowledge Acquisition providing or Creating Knowledge
(X = 4.28), Knowledge Organization (X =4.12), Application of Knowledge (X = 4.11), and Knowledge Distribution

(X = 4.10) respectively.

2. The level of the needs for the implementation of the knowledge management of colleges, when compared, sorted

by school sizes was significantly different at .05 level in all aspects. It is found that the colleges of moderate size had

stronger needs for the implementation of the knowledge management than the large ones
