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Abstract

The social constructions of female identities such as meticulousness, caution, contribution, modesty and
tolerance have made women as wire-pullers. In contrast, there is more equalization of gender roles that could be able
to create positive roles for women. Therefore, women are human capital that contributes more efficiency in a progress
of the communities’ activities. The objectives of this research; (1) to study women’s working classifications and roles
in the communities’ activities to produce social capital building and poverty alleviation in the communities, (2) to study
problems and threats of women'’s roles in the communities’ activities, (3) to propose approaches for the roles of
women that are able to contribute potential towards empowered activities to be more efficiency. The research method
comprises of both qualitative and quantitative approaches by interviewing both males and females in the 3 communities;
Charoenchainimitmai, Khiong Lum Noon and Petch Klong Jun Communities, Bangkok. The quantitative data was
collected by distributing a questionnaire to 84 persons who live in the study areas (68 females and 16 males). The
questionnaire consists of the opinions of women’s contribution to activities, such as saving cooperative, women’s
welfare, festivals and traditions, environmental care, health care, disaster prevention and acceptance of gender roles
in the communities. The results of the research reveal that (1) women’s working classifications affect the contribution
of households and communities’ activities; housewives have more active roles than working women, such as taking
care of children, guiding children and participating in communities’ activities because they have more time and chance
to use their daily life in the communities. That makes them understand communities’ livelihood conditions and create
social bridging capital, (2) women play important roles in social capital building and poverty alleviation from the social
bonding, desirability of activities” contributions, and communities’ participation; these will affect the roles of continuity
in the communities’ contribution. Even though the majority of women were not well educated, being housewives and
employees with low income, they have a positive perception to provide a good education to their children for future.
In addition, they are important contributors for the community’s activities such as saving cooperative, women’s
welfare, traditional and festivals, environmental care, health care, (3) the factors affect the roles in the progress of the
communities’ activities, such as female identities, bonding social capital, male acceptance, and policy supports
women’s roles; these are important factors to support women'’s roles in social capital building and poverty alleviation
in the communities. To study problems and threats of women’s roles in the communities’ activities, found that (1)
housewives lack awareness in self capability, such as timidity and indecision in the communities’ activities; make
them as wire-pullers, (2) working women are not good participators in the contribution of communities’ activities, (3)

men have more power in decision making and leadership because men’s qualifications are better than women’s and
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men’s identities are more suitable to be leaders than women. Therefore, the research proposes approaches that

would support women'’s roles, for example (1) to build a women’s network strengthened working women and housewives
to share the suitable roles in a progress of activities, such as working women finding leisure to instruct housewives to
gain more knowledge and skill to develop the communities, (2) their activities’ contribution should be more assisting,
such as working women can give educational knowledge and housewives can give informal knowledge, learning from
each other, (3) encourage women'’s roles in households, such as change an opinion to encourage women to have
more decision making in households so that women will play important roles to contribute to the communities’
activities that raise women’s role in communities’ activities as to empower the social capital building and poverty

alleviation.
