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ABSTRACT

The Purposes of this research were: (1) to study the participation in activity organization
of Lardkrabang people regions in 3 aspects: planning, operation and evaluation; and (2) to
compare Participation in activity organization of Lardkrabang people which were classified by
different regions,period this time and the working experience. Samples were 766 community in
Ladkrabang. Questionnaire with 5 rating scales were used for data collection. The total reliability
of questionnaire was 0.95. The data were analyzed with percentage, mean, standard deviation and
One-way ANOVA : F-test and testing the couple of Scheffe/

The research findings were:

L The participation in activity organization of Lardkrabang people was satisfied with
their regions as a whole of their operation in average of Height level.

2. The participation in activity organization of Lardkrabang people who were different
in period this time was statistical significant different satisfactions at .05 levels.

3. The participation in activity organization of Lardkrabang people who were different
age of people was statistical significant different satisfactions at .05 levels.
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
