Chromolaena odorata is a serious weed which spreads quickly and widely
throughout tropical region. it causes problems in many countries around the world.
Native to south america, C. odorata has been found to deprese the growth of cultivated
plants and responsible for poisoning of livestock.

C. odorata is a weed that difficult to control, therefore, survey on insects pests
of C.odorata would contribute some more basic information needed for the biocontrol
of this noxious weed. Survey on insect pests of C.odorata at Ladkrabang, Minbury in:
Bangkok,and in Yala province from 1 October 1998 to 28 January 1999 showed that
there were six orders of insect pests namely, Orthoptera, Thysanoptera, Hemiptera,
Homoptera, Coleoptera, Lepidoptera and one species of mite. All 30 species of insect
and mite are continuously assaulting C.odorata at leaves , flowers, branches and stem.
Important insect herbivours, are , cotton stainer , Dysdercus cingulatus F., coried bug,
Anoplocnemis curvipes Foud., A. phasina (F.), groundnut aphid , Aphis craccivora
Koch , cucurbit leaf beetle, Aulacophola similis Oliver,green weevil, Hypomeces
squamosus F. , leaf eating caterpillar ,Spodoptera litura (F.) and an unidentified species
of mite.There were six species of natural enemies of insect pests of C.odorata namely,
Sycamus collanis F., Eocanthecona furcellata (woff) an unidentified lady beetle,

Menochilus sexmaculatus, an unidentified surphid fly and spider.
